 Taxation and Reulation
Congress must balance its budget! It should do so by reducing 

expenditures –  not by raising taxes. 
Taxation should supply the U.S. government with money to pro-

vide for defense from foreign enemies and for the operation of the 
executive, legislative, and judicial branches of the government. 

Congress, however, spends vast amounts of money for things that 
are not Constitutionally required or even permitted. The result is 
crushing taxation that stifles the productivity of our people.

Heavy taxation takes resources away from private individuals 
and businesses, slows economic activity, destroys jobs, and raises 
prices for goods and services. While some advocate so-called “pro-
gressive” taxation of the “rich” and not of the “poor” or “middle” 
classes, these taxes actually have an opposite, regressive effect.

Increased taxation of fuel and electricity, as advocated by Mr. De-
Fazio, causes the prices of these essential items to rise. These price 
increases are more harmful to those with lower incomes because 
their fewer dollars are much more precious to them. In personal real 
cost, taxation of the productive “rich” is a regressive policy that 
hurts most the people whom its advocates claim to help.

A tax on private enterprise is actually a tax on all who use the 
products of that enterprise. Taxes fall most heavily on those who 
have lower incomes and can least afford more expensive products.

Excessive taxation takes resources away from the private sector 
where they are earned and gives them to politicians and bureaucrats 
who squander money with reckless abandon, while our entire coun-
try becomes poorer – with fewer jobs and reduced prosperity.

Economic Freedom
Government regulation has an effect similar to taxation. While 

some regulations are necessary, federal regulation is now entirely 
out of control – destroying economic freedom.

Socialized Medicine
On Sunday March 21, 2010, Congress voted – with Peter DeFazio 

casting one of the four deciding votes – to end free enterprise medi-
cine in the United States. This legislation put in place apparatus for 
a complete government takeover of medicine – placing all medical 
care under the power of government bureaucrats.

This law must be repealed!
Medical care is available to everyone in the U.S., even those with-

out insurance or ability to pay – through the charity of health provid-
ers and many private organizations. This remarkable achievement 
costs the American people 18% of their earnings – far more than its 
actual value due to governmental regulations and other actions.

Government-controlled medicine will cost far more than free-en-
terprise medicine and deliver very inferior medical care, especially 
to older Americans, who need it most.

The pur-
chase of Congressional votes with tax-funds should be prohibited by 
law, and all pork barrel and earmark projects should be defunded.

Most of our energy industry was built prior to and during the 
1970s, when government meddling was much less. Government 
has since prevented the installation of nuclear power – costing the 
American people more than $10 trillion in electricity that would oth-
erwise have been generated – a loss, so far, of  $100,000 per Ameri-
can household. Impediments to the development of coal, oil, and 
natural gas have cost additional trillions of dollars in lost energy.

As a result of misguided Congressional policies – policies sup-
ported by Peter DeFazio, Americans are forced to buy 30% of their 
energy abroad at a cost of more than $400 billion per year.

The installation of 50 nuclear power stations with 10 reactors each
